Prince Philip’s Life 
 

o Prince Philip was born in 1921 on the Greek Island of 
Corfu. 

o His family were royals but they were banished from 
Greece when Philip was one. He spent his childhood 
in France, Germany and the UK. 

o After school, joined the Royal Navy as a cadet in 1939 
just before WWII broke out. 

o Five years after his wedding, his wife Princess 
Elizabeth became Queen Elizabeth II when her father 
passed away in 1952. 

o He had four children, Prince Charles, Princess Anne, 
Prince Andrew and Prince Edward. 

o Prince Philip was involved with many charities and 
was patron to almost 800 organisations! He cared a 
lot about wildlife and was the first UK president of the 
World Wildlife Fund. 

o Prince Philip spent much of his life at the Queen’s 
side. As her husband, he wasn’t the king, but had a 
special job title – consort and his role was to support 
her throughout her reign. He holds the record for the 
longest-serving consort in British history.
